 Movie Night: At Stake 

      Some personal impressions shared by one of our members, Sherry: 

     ―Circumcision. When we hear that word we automatically associate it with boys 

getting circumcised, but after watching ―At Stake‖ during the AWAM Movie Night, I found 

out that in Indonesia it is also a custom to circumcise girls, sometimes without the 

parent’s consent to a newborn by the doctors. They believe that doing so will prevent 

the girls from becoming wild, and make life easier for the parents. Personally it reminds 

me of Female Genital Mutilation (FGM) which is often heard of in Africa. 

 

It is traumatizing to see a newborn baby girl crying hard after circumcision. It seemed 

that if a person was not circumcised they would be shunned, and as an outsider, it would 

be wrong of me to condemn the parents, as most of them have no choice or don’t know 

the full consequences of doing so. However, I am glad to see that some people there 

have started questioning this practice and is working on reducing and outlawing it. 
 
Other parts of the documentary talked about Indonesian women not having access to 
gyneacology services unless they are married women and their fears of going for such 
services. The fact that the gyneacologist judges and questions single women for 
requesting a pap smear, which means they are not virgins anymore, is astounding. Is it so 
wrong for a single woman to want to know their vaginal health, even if it means breaking 
their hymen? 
 
Yet another part looked into the lives of Indonesian women working abroad as domestic 
workers. They earned a lot more compared to those working in their home country. 
Some women worked as rock breakers by day and sex workers by night to support their 
family; some have pimps that used them whenever they liked and some were abused by 
their customers. Even so, their earnings were barely enough for their family. 
 
This documentary really showed the shocking reality for women there. It makes me 
wonder if Malaysia has such cases, and if someone in Malaysia will make a similar 
documentary here. A salute to the activists trying to make a difference!‖
